partake. 

While we practice the rite of Baptism by immersion for believers, we recognize the 
validity of all forms of baptism.  Those who transfer their membership into our 

church from outside the Disciples of Christ need not be re-baptized. 

The Bible is our primary witness to the presence and activity of the living God  in 
the world.  It is the responsibility of each Christian to bring the text into dialogue 

with Christian tradition, experience, and reason in understanding the authority 
today.
